BASE: Center for Building Awareness of Science Education 

The NSRC Center for Building Awareness of Science Education works to inform leaders of the academic, business, and education communities about research and best practices in science education and the need for research-based reform.  Interns in this Center can contribute to this work by creating their own research project or choosing from a variety of ongoing projects, depending on their interests.  Past internship opportunities have included researching the science of high-school and adult learning, examining the education system of developing communities, and organizing conferences and seminars to help change the course of science education throughout the United States and the world.

Leadership and Assistance for Science Education Reform (LASER) Center
The LASER Center works with school systems around the country to develop strategic plans for reforming their science education programs.  During the summer, the LASER Center organizes Strategic Planning Institutes (SPI), communicates with previous SPI attendees, promotes SPI events and works to find additional funding sources for their programs.  Interns in the LASER Center will work on a variety of projects that include event preparation, logistical assistance, marketing, resource cataloging, and financial development research and communication.  LASER Interns may also be asked to work on different web-based projects that include research on education reform or follow-up/case studies from past SPI attendees.

Curriculum Development Center
The Curriculum Development Center is currently developing a series of books to complement our Science and Technology Curriculum (STC) for grades K–3.  The books will offer students a look at how the science concepts that they are learning can be applied and used in the real world.  The next step is to begin the development of STC BOOKS for grade two.  We need to begin preliminary research on topics and scientists related to the following grade two STC curriculum units:  “The Life Cycle of Butterflies”, “Soils”, “Changes”, and “Balancing and Weighing. ” The Curriculum Development Center would like assistance in exploring the proposed stories in each draft table of contents through online research, consultations with scientists, and weekly project meetings.

Professional Development Center
The Professional Development Center (PDC) holds a number of major teacher education events between June and late August. These include four Smithsonian Science Education Academies for Teachers (SSEAT).  Two of these SSEATs are in the physical sciences and two in the biological sciences—for science teachers of grades 5–12 from around the US and abroad. Each academy lasts one week. Your work for these academies may include preparation of materials, working with coordinators to ensure materials are available and at the appropriate location, serving as a liaison with Smithsonian museum staff, providing logistical support, assisting the NSRC staff and consultants as they deliver the curriculum, or assisting with evaluation.  Work of the PDC Interns often includes travel to different locations around the Metropolitan DC area as part of different workshops.  Interns will have the opportunity to visit these locations and attend different events alongside their PD staff mentor.

Publications Department

Interns in our Publications department will work on a variety of tasks to improve the quality of our curriculum materials, professional development tools, and Web site.  Interns may work on cataloging/organizing images into an image archiving system, or perform research for content and photos for upcoming curriculum products.  There is a specific need for interns with experience in Web site design and maintenance (knowledge of Dreamweaver, JavaScript, Photoshop, CSS and new internet media is an extra bonus).  Applicants interested in working with graphic design projects, ranging from fliers and advertisements to images for our curriculum projects are also desired.
